Bob Riley, another Republican seeking Siegelman’s job, has started television commercials that do not mention Siegelman by name but mention the climate in the capital. ‘As governor I’ll clean up Montgomery and end the corruption,’ Riley said, mentioning ‘sweetheart’ no-bid contracts.” [TN, Beyerle, 2/12/02]
